Not your typical wallflower

On the outside the New Beetle is a car that makes you
smile. It's a showstopper. Wherever it appears, people
stare. Transcending the metal it's made of, people call
it cute, sexy. Perhaps because it is the most human of

cars. It was designed to be.

The redesigned New Beetle and New Beetle Cabriolet
models are turning more heads than ever before... take
a look at the enchanting curves of the exterior details.
The headlights, with their more oval shape, and the
indicators seamlessly integrated into the reshaped front
bumper and side mirror housings, revealing the New
Beetle’s sporty side. And from behind, you’ll notice
the sharper edging of the redesigned rear bumper and
new look light cluster. And as a final touch, eye catching

alloy wheels are framed by highly defined wheel arches.

A person who drives a New Beetle is someone who
appreciates individuality. That’s why the New Beetle
is available in a whole spectrum of funky new colours,
North Sea Metallic, Salsa Red, Arctic Blue Silver,
Gecko Green and Waimea Blue Pearl. Every functional
part from bumpers to spoilers, to mirror housings, to
door handles is colour coded, blended, integrated.

Nothing breaks the sculptured flow.

Exterior features include: Halogen headlights, front
fog lights, tinted glass all around, colour coded mirrors

and bumpers, a fully galvanised body, redesigned rear

bumpers and new look rear light clusters. Also notable
are the fabric convertible top on the New
Beetle Cabriolet and a speed sensitive
spoiler on the 1.8 Turbo - an essential
feature as the 1.8 Turbo moves from
0 - 100 km in 8.7 seconds, with
a top speed of 203 km/h.
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Fabric convertible top

The convertible top on the New Beetle
Cabriolet folds down in the rear and, in
contrast to many contemporary vehicles,
does not disappear beneath a flap but remains
present as a stylistically striking design

element.

Actuated electro-hydraulically, it consists of
three sections which Z-fold down. The rear
section houses the heated, rear mineral-glass
window which is integrated using a special
welding technique. The fabric's exterior skin
is also pulled tight and, thanks to selective

connections, cannot be blown out of shape

by the wind even at high speeds.

All you need to do to open it is release the
convertible top in the front roof area, then

pull an easily operated button positioned

next to the hand brake. The entire opening

process takes a mere 13 seconds.

Note that even with the top down, the cab-
forward design means that the window frame
is positioned further forwards for a cleaner line

and pure cabriolet experience. (You'll see that
